Staying Informed 

Unfortunately, all domestic competitions will remain suspended indefinitely.  Our next move will be guided 

by advice from Basketball NSW, who are working closely with NSW Office of Sport. I would like to reinforce 

the note from BNSW re memberships.  Once the shutdown ends, membership due dates will be pushed 

forward to reflect the period of the closure.  We will also distribute and share a revised competition calendar. 

 

Seniors - Once the shutdown ends, we will make a decision on the best and fairest way to conclude our 

current senior competitions – these had about 4 weeks of games remaining, as well as open nominations for 

the next competition. 

Juniors – Team nominations are open for those who like to join – click here. There is no cost to nominate a 

team but you are welcome to complete your form.  You do not need to make any payments for players at 

this stage, however you can use your Active Kids Voucher (AKV) to pay for the first installment of game fees.  

We have been informed by the Office of Sport that AKV are still valid.  The 2nd AKV will be available to use as 

of 1st July.
